Tax preparation is not tax planning 

Here comes that dreaded tax filing deadline – and 
maybe a late night of tax preparation along with it. 
But don’t confuse your last minute tax prep dash 
with real tax planning. 

Tax planning means taking the right financial 
steps throughout the year to reduce the taxes you 
pay. And the time to start is now – using strategies like 
these: 

Keep a record. Use home finance or tax preparation soft-
ware to track finances for tax purposes. If you don’t have 
a computer, use a good filing system. 

Plan now to make your maximum RRSP contribution for 
2009 and beyond. A Registered Retirement Savings Plan 
(RRSP) is the biggest tax break available to most Cana-
dians. The sooner you get your cash into your RRSP, the 
longer it has to grow. 

Add a spousal RRSP. Whether married or common-law, 
if one of you is likely to generate more income in retire-
ment, the other should consider contributing to a spou-
sal RRSP – a strategy that can equalize income streams 
during retirement and lower your combined income tax 
bill. 

Initiate an investment strategy that takes taxation levels 
into account. Some types of investment income, such as 
capital gains and dividends, receive preferential tax treat-
ment, while others, such as interest, are taxed at normal 
rates. Hold heavily taxed investments in an RRSP, where 
they will grow on a tax-deferred basis. You should also 
consider investing in a Tax-Free Savings Account that al-
lows your after-tax investment to grow without further tax 
liability being incurred. 

Invest child tax benefit payments in the child’s 
name. The income earned will then be taxable 
in the hands of the child, who may not have 
enough income to generate a tax bill. 

Consider borrowing for business or investment 
purposes. The interest may be tax deductible. 

Set aside money to make quarterly personal 
income tax payments on time. Lateness can result in 
penalties and interest. Installments are due the 15th of 
March, June, September and December. 

Don’t get a tax refund. A large refund means you’ve 
loaned your money to the government interest-free. Re-
quest a reduction in taxes withheld at source. 

Are you turning 71 in 2009? If so, you must wind up your 
RRSP by December 31. Be sure to investigate your re-
tirement income options well in advance, otherwise you 
could end up paying a huge tax bill. 

Planning to move to a province with a lower tax rate? 
Make it by the end of the 2009 and you’ll pay taxes for 
the entire year to the province in which you live on De-
cember 31. 

Tax planning reduces the taxes you pay. Financial plan-
ning makes it possible to achieve your life and retirement 
dreams. Discuss these and other steps with your profes-
sional advisor.

After such a long, cold winter everyone is 
more than ready for spring. 
 
When the weather allows, a survey of the 
damage to the plants in the garden is in order.  
Plants such as New Zealand flax and bamboo 
suffered in the extended cold periods during 
the winter.  They can be pruned back now to 
several inches above ground with a “wait and 
see if they live” period to follow.
 
Other shrubs looking poorly are the California lilacs or 
ceonothus and a variety of perennials. Cut off the dead 
bits and again time will tell how well they survive.
 
The roses could not take the weight of the heavy snow-
falls.  As a result, many branches were broken off, so 
some creative pruning needs to be done this month.  
Rhododendrons also lost branches under the snow.  
They can be pruned to a better shape after they bloom.
 
Seeds have been started in the greenhouse and the to-
mato plants and statice have already germinated.  The 
geraniums and other plants that have spent the winter 
there are now receiving some Miracle Gro fertilizer. The 
begonias have been potted up and are sitting indoors on 
the windowsill. 

 
The vegetable garden is still waiting for it’s 
planting.  Hopefully it will be done this month.  
It seems like everything has been put on hold 
because of the weather.  Even the spring bulbs 
are late blooming this year.
 
Perhaps the biggest job next to the delayed 
pruning chores is that of weeding and tidying 

up the garden beds. It is amazing how well weeds sur-
vive the cold. 
 
Spraying the fruit trees with dormant oil and lime sulphur 
is on Joe’s list of chores. He likes to choose a sunny day 
to do this. 
 
The garden centers are enjoyable to visit at this time 
of year.  They are beginning to stock some interesting 
plants that you might like to put on your wish list. But it 
really has to warm up before additions are made to the 
garden.
 
Keep your fingers crossed for better weather so that we 
can enjoy our gardens again.
